Abstract: Resources Integration is of great importance for the early development of social work. This article, from the perspective

of social capital theory, aims to explore the urban social work resource styles, integration mechanism by describing and analyzing
the practices of the integration practices of social work resources for community youth in A District of Shanghai. The practices of
A District are generally characterized by a combination of government driving and NPO participation. Government' s emphasis and

guidance on the resources integration renders the social work organizations more active, crediting and standardized, thus laying a

solid foundation for social capital production and self- determining operation. The government’ s initial guidance on the resources

integration and the later social work organizations’ self- determining operation reflect the localization feature of the urban social

work to some extent.
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
